How to Transfer a Cell Phone Number and Account to Your Name

If you are asking for an Order of Protection and the person you want protection from (the
restrained person) has control or rights over your cell phone number and account and/or the cell
phone number and account of your children in your care, you have the right to ask the judge to
transfer those rights to you.

Ask what fees you will be
responsible for. If the judge transfers the cell phone account to your name, you will be
financially responsible and have to pay for all the costs and fees of your new account(s) with the
wireless service provider.
