C. Terms.  Members shall be appointed for a three-year term. Appointments shall be staggered 
so that the number of terms expiring shall be the same each year. No member shall be appointed 
for more than threetwo consecutive, full three (3) year terms.

C. Terms.  Members shall be appointed for a three-year term. Appointments shall be staggered 
so that the number of terms expiring shall be the same each year. No member shall be appointed 
for more than three consecutive, full three (3) year terms.
